AMOS TERRILL
REVOLUTIONARY WAR

TERRILL, Amos; Massachusetts; R-10458; Hampshire Co. MA

10/20/1846 - Amos TERRILI. of Plainficld, aged 83 years the
14 April last, statcd he enlisted in March 1783 for three years as
a privale.

16 Oct. 1838 - Amos TERRILL, a resident of Plainficld, aged
78, stated he cotered the service in March 1781 and served until
November or December 1783 when he hired a substitute and
returned to Abington, Plymouth County, about 20 milcs south
of Boston where bhis father’s family resided. He was born in
Braintree, Norfolk Co. MA on 14 April 1761 and lived with his
father's family in Braintree until about 1785 when he left
Abington and moved to Plainfield.

His application was rejected.

JOSEPH BURR TYRRELL

of workable coal, he found the first dinosaur remains in the
Drumheller arca.

The large bituminous coal beds attracted entreprencurs like
Jesse GOUGE and Samuel DRUMHELLER (o start mining
operations in and around Drumheller in 1911, At the peak of
the coal industry in 1948, more than 30 mincs operated in the
Vallcy.

Thcrichdinoaambcdsmnlcdamsbofpalacomologisuaga
to claim the fincst specimens in the arca of major natural history
muscums throughout the world. Palacontologist Barnum
BROWN of the New York Muscum of Natural History led the
way. Charles H. STERNBERG and sons followed. They were
hired by the Geological Survey of Canada to claim some fossils
for this country. Although the area was rich in dinosaur
specimens with pleaty for all, a friendly rivalry between
BROWN and STERNBERG kept competition keen. The race
for dinosaur fossils was coined the Great Canadian Dinosaur
Rush.

Whereas the value of coal declined with the development of oil
and natural gas, the value of dinosaur fossils continues to have
an impact on Drumheller. Now, a century after TYRRELL's
mitial discovery, the Red Deer River Valley in Alberta is still
recognized as one of the world’s forcmost collecting areas for
fossils.

While studing the exposed rocks at Koechill Creck, TYRRELL
came facc to face with a 70 milion year old dinosaur skull, later
christencd Albertosaurus. It was the first example of the genus |
found anywherc in the world.

Now, a century later, the muscum built near that same site
honours the discover’s name.

TYRRELL was not an expert on dinosaurs. Very few people in
Canada were at that time. The existence of the buge reptiles had
been established by British scicatists carlicr in 1830. However,
TYRRELL did realize that the skeleton should be preserved
and bad the fossil bones loaded onto a buckboard and taken to
Fort Calgary. The load was so heavy that the wagon axle broke
and several trips were required to cart the specimens out of the
valley. The fossils were shipped to Ottawa where the skull was
placed in the collections of the Geological Survey of Canada and
later transferred to the National Muscom.

While on staff with the Geological Survey of Canada, TYR-
RELL explored northern Manitoba and travelled through vast
tracts of uncharted land in the Yukon and Northwest Ter-
ritorics.

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His trip through the Barren Lands in 1894 was an outstanding
feat. Great distances, bitterly cold weather, and Limited food
were a cruel test for TYRRELL and his seven companions.
Their arrival at Fort Churchill, several weeks late, was described
in the newspapers as a miracle.

Caught in the excitement of the Klondike gold rush and fecling
restricted by the Geological Survey, TYRRELL resigned in
1899 and moved to Dawson City, Yukon Territory, (ulung his
wife and h.cby daoghter with him. He worked as a mining
consultant in the north until 1906 when he returned to Ottawa
and devoted most of his time to working in the Kirkland Lake
gold district.

His pioncering cxplomuons and promincnt association with
lmmng activitics in Canada make Joseph Burr TYRRELL a
major figure in the history of the Canadian mincral industry. His
achicvements were recognized by many awards during his
lifctime. A lake and a mountain in Alberta are named after him.
Now, the Tyrrell Museum of Palacontology at Drumbeller bears
his name, honouring a long and distinguished carcer and his
carly conncction with Albertas.
